to recruit welders and conduct testing. My welding samples
passed, and SOL signed an employment contract with me.
After that, | applied for a residence permit, and the decision
took about 3 months. | bought tickets and came to Finland,
to Kajaani, where | successfully passed additional welding
tests.

When | was in Kazakhstan, they sent me instructions with a
complete sequence of actions, maps, and routes. Upon arrival,
they accommodated me in a temporary apartment; they fully
supported me during the documentation process and provided
everything necessary for living: bedding, towels, a kettle, etc.

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In general, the move to Finland turned out to be positive.
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Residence permits and other documents were obtained
relatively quickly and without any difficulties. People around
us are friendly, there are no problems with the apartment,
the food is tasty, the water is clean, and the air is fresh.
Among the difficulties are the complexity of transportation
between settlements and the lack of grocery and other
stores in the area where we live.

We processed the documents for obtaining a residence

permit independently, but our SOL curator, Julia, shared
contacts of an organization that assists with document
processing. Additionally, Santeri shared useful advice for
quick adaptation, for which we are very grateful to him.
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
